The Lotus Sutra

or Sutra on the White Lotus of the Sublime
Dharma ( Sanskrit Saddharmapundarika-
sdtra ) or Miaofa Lianhua Jing, is one of the
most important Mahayana scriptures in East
Asia.

The lotus Sutra is the most well-known and
best loved Mahayana Buddhist Sutras. It is
sometimes called “The King of Sutra”,
because it has the capacity to bring and
accept all the schools of Buddhism.

The Lotus Sutra emphasizes “adorning” or
purifying, the six sense organs through
scriptural recitation. It is most influential and
popular sutra studied and recited in countries
of the Mahayana tradition, especially in China,
Japan and Korea.

In this sutra, Buddha proclaims the ultimate
principles of the Dharma, which unite all
previous teaching into one.

The Buddha is presented in the Lotus Sutra as
dharmakaya—the unity of all things and
beings, unmanifested, beyond existence or
nonexistence, unbound by time and space.
Because the dharmakaya is all beings, all
beings have the potential to awake to their true
nature and attain buddhahood.

The sutra is divided into 28 chapters and the
text, partly prose and partly verse, contains
some of the most beautiful passages of the
world’s religious literature.
